One idea is to have your students participate in teacher lead discussions of the books.  For example, the instructor can select various challenges Cedric faces in Hope In The Unseen book and ask the students what might have been an alternate outcome had Cedric used or not used one of the Four Strategies from the Learning and Motivation Strategies book. 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Monthly Tip
Administrative GAA Elizabeth Colarusso suggests that, instead of saving the large task of Data Collection to the end of the term, it would be best to break the task down into bite-size pieces.  

At the beginning of the quarter (when grading is lighter than at other periods throughout the term) start filling in the Data Collection Grid in small sections.  For example, complete all information for the “COURSE TAKERS” that you have available the first couple of weeks.  Then fill in all information for the “NON COURSE TAKERS/MATCHES” over the next few weeks.  This way, at the end of the term the only thing that is left to fill in is the information required for the term after the course for both set of students.

Data collection can be time consuming and stressful.  However, by making a “Plan” and breaking the task down into “Bite-Size Pieces”, it can be a manageable and successful project.
