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New Final Exam!


The FIPSE team has developed a new final exam for the Strategies for College Success Course.  Using feedback from the FIPSE family we have developed a three-part exam.

Part One = To-Do Checklist & Plan.  Students are to create two To-Do Checklist from  a given class schedule and develop a Plan  for how they will utilize each of the Learning and Motivation Strategies in the future.

Part Two = The students are provided a passage that has been broken down into three smaller sections, in which they are to create requested questions and answers after each section.

Part Three = Students are to complete a Skeleton Key Diagram using the reading selection from Part Two.
